In order to get images from this machine, please follow steps as below;

© Follow step 1 to step 4 as same as in page 1. (Panorama Operation Manual)

@ Install the sensor on the Cephalo arm. Insure ‘Ear rod’ and ‘Nasal Positioner’ are open,
before introducing the patient.
